$2,500 the first year, renewable for a second year, with at least 24 college credits completed and a college
grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 or above. To qualify, applicants must meet the following criteria:
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Have attained the rank of Eagle Scout in the Bay-Lakes Council of Boy Scouts of America and be
currently registered in Scouting,.

Be a graduating high school senior entering college in the year for which the scholarship is applied.
Have achieved a high school GPA at or above 3.0.

Have an ACT composite score or 21 or more.

Have demonstrated leadership ability in Scouting and a strong record of participation in activities
outside of Scouting.

Have need of financial assistance and provide a statement clearly stating why he believes he needs
financial aid, signed by the applicant and countersigned by a parent.

Plan to attend any recognized four-year college or university.

Show evidence of the desire, commitment and capacity to complete an undergraduate college
degree.

Provide one signed recommendation letter from a volunteer or professional Scout leader who
knows the applicant personally.

Applicants who are willing to serve as summer camp counselors will receive special consideration in
the selection process.

The scholarship funds can be used for tuition, room, board and books for as long as a recipient

remains full-time student during the life of the scholarship. The funds will be paid directly to the
college /university that the recipient attends.

All information must be turned in to the Bay Lakes Center for Scouting no later than

March 31st. Recipients will be notified of their selection by June 1%t. Applications should be addressed
